Liturgical Life

February 2: Presentation of the Lord in the
Temple & Blessing of Candles

This Thursday, February 2™
is the feast of the
Presentation of the Child
Jesus in the temple.
According to Jewish law,
Mary and Joseph took the
infant Jesus, forty days after
his birth, to the temple for
the prescribed offering. In the
temple, Anna and Simeon
(holy prophets) recognized
the Child as the promised
Messiah, as “a light of
revelation to the Gentiles and
the glory for your people
Israel” (see LK 2: 32).

On this feast day, the Church has the wonderful tradition
of blessing candles and carrying candles forth to acclaim
with Simeon that Jesus is the Lord. At the 8:00 AM Mass
on February 2™, we will start in the Gathering Space for
the blessing of candles and procession into church with the
lighted candles.

During the blessing of the processional candles, other
church candles used throughout the year will be blessed,
including the ones that are used the next day on the feast
of St. Blaise for the Blessing of Throats. Also you are
welcome to bring candles from home to be blessed at this
same time.

Carrying the Light of Christ with us

For this feast day, the Church writes “Christ’s faithful
people....should be taught to walk as children of the light
in their entire way of life, because they have a duty to
show the light of Christ to all by acting in the works that
they do as lighted lamps.” (Ceremonial of Bishops, #241)

Deepening Our Understanding
Walking with the Light of Christ is implied in the
Church’s prayer of Blessing the Candles:
O God, source and origin of all light,
Who on this day showed to the just man Simeon
the Light for revelation to the Gentiles,
we humbly ask that,
in answer to your people’s prayers,
You may be pleased to sanctify with your blessing
these candiles,
which we are eager to carry in praise of your name,
so that, treading the path of virtue,
we may reach that light which never fails.
Through Christ our Lord.
