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LUNCH ACCOUNT REMINDERS

Just afew reminders for parents regarding lunch
accounts:

1) If your child’s account is-$20 or more, you
will get an email reminder. If your child's
account is-$40 or more, your child must bring a
cold lunch until the balanceis paid. Y ou will get
an email detailing this as well.

2) You may send one check even if you have
several children. Simply write anotein the
memo line indicating how you’ d like the deposit
divided among your children. If you'd like the
deposit to go to one child, and not have the
deposit divided, please indicate that aswell. If
you do not write a note in the memo line, the
check will be divided as evenly as possible
between your children.

3) The system is designed to work like a debit
account. Your child should have sufficient
funds to draw off prior to ordering hot lunch.
Figure on depositing a minimum of $40 per
month, per child, if your child(ren) eat hot lunch
daily.

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The Orphan Train Project's goal is to help
orphanages around the world.

The inspiration for the Orphan Train Project came
from a unique phenomenon that occurred in the
United States in the late nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries when homeless children were
sent by train from New York to families in the
Midwest for adoption. These trains became known
as the Orphan Trains, or Mercy Trains.

We're using the term Orphan Train figuratively,
because the goal of our project is to bring help to the
orphans rather than the reverse. Today's Orphan
Train Project is NOT an adoption program, but



rather a program designed to help children living in
orphanages and children's homes.

St. Maria Goretti School began working with the
Madison West Towne—Middleton Rotary Club and
the Orphan Train Project eight years ago. Our
school was originally a “conductor” (sponsor) for an
orphanage in Bulgaria, but our current orphanage is
Santa Maria de Jesus Home for Girls. Itis located
in Mazatenango, Guatemala. The home assists
girls ages 6-17 who have been abandoned by their
parents. While Santa Maria de Jesus provides a
permanent home for the girls, their goal is to provide
food, shelter, clothing, rehabilitation and also to
educate the girls. When the girls are able to support
themselves, they may leave the home. There is a
full-time staff of three Catholic nuns. Our contacts in
Mazatenango are Mario and Frances Hernandez.
They provide us with updates and very detailed
information and receipts of how the money we raise
is spent.

Over the last eleven years the students of
SMG have raised close to $30,000 for the
Orphan Train Project! Our students should
feel proud of all they have done!

Robert Enright is alicensed psychologist and
professor of psychology at the University of
Wisconsin, Madison.
