Notes from the music room! 
 
 
Wow things have been so crazy in the music room 
lately that I haven’ t written in the cardinal for quite 
sometime. 
 
Well I will start with the youngsters.  The 
Kindergarteners started out the month with singing a 
bunch of fun songs and playing some games.  We have 
been working on rhythm, singing in pitch, singing 
alone, leading the group, keeping time---the list goes 
on! This week we played some instruments and even 
made one—an egg shaker out of an Easter egg.  We did 
talk about how fragile these eggs are, so hopefully your 
kindergartener is taking care not to smash their egg.  If 
it does happen, I am sorry in advance for the mess of 
beans everywhere! 
 
The first and second graders have also been singing and 
playing musical games this month where we work on 
different musical aspects.  They have been playing 
some instruments this week such as the drums, Orff 
xylophones, and bells.   
 
Next up for K-2 is Jazz! April is Jazz appreciation 
month and our two composers are jazz and jazz 
influenced ones.  We will be talking about George 
Gershwin and Duke Ellington. 
 
The 3-5th graders have been working hard at their 
concert.  Last week we held auditions for parts in the 
concert.  There were speaking parts, singing parts, and a 
few acting parts.  All of those who auditioned did a 
great job and I tried my best to get as many students a 
part as possible!  If you would like to see the results,

Speaking of the concert, the show is titled: “Lighten 
Up” which is full of jokes and funny songs.  The 
students are working hard yet having so much fun with 
it! 
 
The middle school just finished three big units.  First 
the 6th graders just learn all about music history going 
from Ancient Greece to present day.  Hopefully the 
next time you go to the symphony (wink wink) they can 
now have a better understanding of what the music is 
all about!  The 7th graders were learning about music in 
America.  We talked about the history going back to the 
colonies and American Revolution to American Rock 
and patriotic music.  The 8th graders did a unit that I call 
“Music Today.”   We went through some various 
professions found in the music world such as an Arts 
Lawyer.  Next we worked on a big Rock Band project 
where the students have to form imaginary rock bands.  
They had to do various things such as make a budget 
for their Tour, design a T-shirt or CD case, write a 
song, and invent a new instrument which they had to 
present and “sell”  to the rest of the class.  As a finale of 
this unit, the 8th graders got to play the Beatles Rock 
band.  This game has some music history in it, along 
with the concept of rhythm and playing in time.  
Students may just think that it is an awesome game, but 
they are actually learning! 
The next unit the middle school will be doing it the 
Piano Unit.  A big thank you to those families who 
have donated a keyboard for us to use during this time.  
Students will be learning basic scales as well as a solo 
piece on the keyboards in which at the end of the unit 
we will have a class recital.  
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
