Morning drop-off has been slow and frustrating
for most of you recently.

Thereadlity isthat we have about 80 children
riding the bus in the morning and about 340
children being dropped off by car.

So here are afew remindersto help improve
this busy time of the morning........

Come earlier...Drop-off begins at 7:25.

Pull ahead to the “ Slow sign”...children
should walk across the empty parking
stalls to the sidewalk instead of walking
next to cars. In the winter that will mean
walking over alittle snow next to the
curb.

Children should get out of the car
wherever your car stopsin the
designated drop-off area.....we should
be able to have 9-11 cars doing this at
onetime. Please....not every child can
be dropped off right in front of the
school doors.

If your children are not ready to exit the
car in atimely manner in the drop-off
line, please pull into a parking space
instead.

Thanks for your cooperation with this...... if we
work together we can have a great start to the
day!



We welcome all of our parentsto attend our weekly
masses for children and you are welcome to sit with
your child’s class.

However, if you would like your child/ren to sit with
you rather than with their class, we ask for your help
in making this workable...yet safe for your
child/ren.

Teachers always need to know where their students
are, so in keeping with that, we ask you to do the
following:

Meet your child in the Gathering Space
befor e mass begins and have contact with
the homeroom teacher so he/she knows that
you are taking your child/ren to sit with you.

After mass, please accompany your child to
their homeroom teacher before you leave
church.

If grandparents or other relatives would like
to sit with your child, please take the timeto
inform them of our new procedure.

If you arrive after mass begins, you are
welcome to come and sit with the class, but
students are not to get up and join you at that
point.

We hope that this will accomplish two goals:

To have all students under supervision of an adult.
To maintain areverent environment with less
disruption during mass time.
