I  tell you, on the day of judgment 
people will have to give account to every 

careless word they speak.  By your words you 
will be acquitted, and by your words you will 

be condemned. 
(Matthew 12: 36-37) 

 
Children learn very early about the power of the 
spoken and written word.  They know that 
words can build up and that they can tear down. 
They can make classmates feel good or they can 
make classmates feel terrible. 
 
Words can give them knowledge and take them 
on adventures in a book.  Words help them to 
share joy, laughter and kindness.  But many 
times words can destroy.  They can damage a 
reputation.  They can hurt people’s feelings.  
The tone used in speaking them can border on 
bullying or abuse. 
 
So along with the power of words we teach 
about the speaking of truth.  We talk about using 
the gift of language in a positive way by not 
repeating gossip – or starting it.  We ask them to 
use words that lift up the spirits of their 
classmates – not harm it. 
 
Although accountability for actions ranks very 
high in a Catholic education, accountability for 
your words is equally important.  Once words 
are spoken they cannot be taken back – they 
hang around for more time than we would 
sometimes like. Great care must be taken when 
we use them.
